Synod 

A synod of the bishops will take place in Rome in 2023. The Holy Father has asked for the synod’s 
preparations to begin in local churches. It will begin with a period of consultation and discernment on 
Sunday 17 October this year. Sr Anna Marie McGuan RSM has been asked to be the Archdiocese’s lead 
delegate in the national synodal process and will be assisted by Fr John Deighan (Lennoxtown, Milton & 
Torrance). An announcement will be made soon on how that process will take shape in our Archdiocese.
