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Synod Events  
A Synod of Bishops takes place in 2023 on the subject of Synodality of our Church. Pope Francis 
has asked each diocese across the world to prepare for that Synod through a period of discussion 
and discernment. We have already begun that synodal process here in our Archdiocese. There will 
be two events in each deanery in our Archdiocese. The hosting Parish in our deanery is St Francis 
Xavier’s in Falkirk. So we are looking for volunteers who can represent our Parish at those 
deanery Events about the “Synodality” of the Church in St Francis Xavier’s Falkirk. 

The first event is a preparatory Holy Hour: 4 January 2022, starts at 7:30pm  
The second event is the synodal meeting itself: 4 January 2022, starts at 7:00pm. 

In each deanery, every parish should send up to five delegates to its deanery-specific event. This 
will help to ensure adequate representation from across the deanery. 

Delegates should attend both the Holy Hour and the synodal meeting. 
There is no need to submit names or numbers in advance 
The meetings are open to all. So, as well as the ‘official’ delegates, all are welcome and 
encouraged to attend.
